New Administrative Controls
In Skedula2.0 school leaders have greater control over grading.  

Administrators can set and lock standard marking period dates.
This means that you will not be able to choose your own marking period dates.

Administrators can set and lock course categories & category weights.
This means that your administrators have identified the types of assignment you can administer, and how

Administrators can set and lock a Valid Grades template. 
This means that when you grade an assignment you will only be able to enter a mark that has been identified 
as VALID.  For example:

You may be 

locked out of the ability to modify 

these features. 

These are the core teacher actions.  All 

teachers have the ability to create and 

grade assignments, set grading icons, 

take attendance, and view student 

portfolios for their courses.

As a teacher, generally speaking, you 

should have the ability to complete 

these actions, unless an administrator 

had modified your user rights.

When creating assignments you 

have to choose a category that 

the assignment falls within. 

Category weights are used to 

calculate a student averages for 

the course.

If you do not check this box, the system 
will assign even percentages. 

Only you or your administrators will be 
able to edit.  
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Setting Marking Periods, Course Categories & Weights (Cont.)

If checked, student averages will be calculated 
using both marking period one and two grades. 

Å There is no limit on the number of making periods you can add.

Å As you add marking periods, you also have the option of making them 

cumulative or keeping them discrete.  

Å Marking Periods, Course Categories & Weights can be assigned on a course by 

course basis, or you can set a standard format and save it to all of your 

courses.   

Students need to have a clear 

understanding of how they are 

being graded and assessed in 

each of their courses.  Having a 

standard grading policy across a 

department and/or the entire 

school can help minimize 

confusion among parents and 

students.

includes Special Grades 

(Absent, Missing, etc).

The system uses conversion 

scores to calculate student 

averages.
